Fitting

« Point the spring clips upwards and fit the two longer
arms into the ceiling hole.

¢ Push the unit upward until firmly in position,
ensuring that the cable is not trapped.

Fitting/replacing the bulbs

When changing a bulb, always switch off at the mains
and allow the bulb to cool before handling. Dispose of
used bulbs carefully. Use a soft cloth to handle bulbs,
avoid directly touching the bulbs as this will shorten
their life. Do not exceed the wattage stated or use a
different shape bulb from that indicated on the fitting.
Remove circlip by squeezing tabs together, to release the
bulb. Twist the bulb to remove from the lampholder.

To refit, twist the bulb into the lampholder, fit into
place. Fit the circlip into place by squeezing the tabs
together and clipping into place.
